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Unraveling the Mystery of the Mottled Duck 
By Chester Moore, Jr. 

I t was the perfect setup.  Well-

camouflaged against standing timber 

in a knee-deep hydrilla flat, my Dad 

and I waited impatiently.  With the 

sun creeping over the horizon, black-

bellied whistling 

ducks chattered 

away behind us.   

     ñThere they 

are,ò Dad whis-

pered as five of 

them rounded the 

trees and cut our 

direction.  

     As I gently 

peeped on my teal 

whistle, the birds 

quickened their 

pace, speeding 

toward the kill 

zone and dropping 

their legs for a 

landing.  

      ñTake óem!ò 

     As I spun to 

shoot, I noticed 

one of them was 

not a whistler and was not buying our 

deception. 

     A single shot folded the bird as it 

turned away from the spread while 

two of the whistlers  fell to Dadôs bar-

rage of steel.  I stood in disbelief, re-

alizing I had just taken a mottled duck 

drake.  This would have been per-

fectly normal on the coast but we 

were 150 miles inland on South 

Texasô Choke Canyon Reservoir. 

     Mottled ducks are just not sup-

posed to be there. 

     Often called ñblack mallardsò or 

ñsummer mallardsò due to their mal-

lard hen-like appearance, the mottled 

duck is in fact its own unique species.  

Living only in the Gulf States, these 

birds are enshrouded in mystery, re-

vered by hunters and are unfortu-

nately declining in numbers. 

     At the time of  this writing, the 

coastal marshes in Jefferson, Orange 

and chambers County, TX were still 

feeling the effects of Hurricane Ike 

with saltwater inundation in key mot-

tled duck habitat running high. 

     ñBrackish marshes on the J.D. 

Murphree Wildlife Management Area 

and neighboring private ranch land 

which would normally be at or below 

10 parts per thousand salinity are still 

up in the teens,ò said Michael 

Rezsutek, Ph.D., a Texas Parks and 

Wildlife Department biologist.  He 

said little fresh water is available for 

use by mottled duck broods, and that 

will likely lead to a very low produc-

tion this season. 

     ñThese birds have been in decline 

for several decades so these drought 

conditions are stressing an already 

troubled population.ò 

     In 2006, breeding pair surveys 

conducted on Texas National Wildlife 

Refuges showed a 76 percent decline 

under the long-term average while the 

more comprehensive mid-winter sur-

veys showed a 49 percent decline for 

a total of 17,816 birds.  The question 

is not if mottled ducks are in trouble, 

but what is causing the problem. 

     The aforementioned saltwater in-

trusion from Hurricane Ike is an ex-

treme example of a problem that has 

plagued the region for decades.  Since 

the creation of the Intracoastal Water-

way and 

deep chan-

nels in 

coastal 

wetlands, 

what used 

to be 

brackish to 

fresh 

marshes 

have 

turned su-

per saline.  

The result 

has been a 

decrease 

in food 

availabil-

ity and a 

trend to-

ward low 

nesting 

propensity. 

     This has been a major focus of the 

Gulf Coast Joint Venture, a multi-

agency partnership among Delta Wa-

terfowl, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife 

Service, Louisiana State University 

(LSU), Texas Parks and Wildlife and 

Ducks Unlimited, among others. 

     Delta Waterfowl Scientific Direc-

tor Dr. Frank Rohwer of LSU over-

sees a mottled duck telemetry study 

for the Venture and concedes habitat 

is a major concern. 

     ñIn both Texas and Louisiana 

habitat loss has hurt the species, but 

the decline seems to be more serious 

in Texas where there are a  variety of 

problems including a major loss of 

rice cropland in historical mottled 

duck strongholds.ò he said. 

     Statewide rice production has 

dropped 62 percent over the last 30
